Mayor Reed updated the Board on a side by side that was donated to the Village from WTT, the company that we purchase wastewater chemicals through.  The side by side will be used by the Public Works Department.


Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer mentioned to the Board that the IML insurance bill had come in and is around $31,000.  More details will be presented during the regular Treasurer’s report at the next meeting.


Economic Development Report

Mayor Reed had no updates except that the area at Formosa will begin getting cleaned up but no burning will be done while it is so dry.

Updates on the projects will be given at the next meeting from MG Engineers.  The Hydrant grant project is still in the process of identifying the valves.
 
Old Business

Discussion was held on the door for the Softener Plant.  The current door will be removed and a new door will be put on to allow storage of generators in the building.  Three bids were received with the lowest bid from Rocke Overhead Doors.  D Koonce made a motion to accept the bid from Rocke to purchase and install the Softener Plant door with a not to exceed of $3,036.36 with S McIntyre seconding. Resident wants to erect a 16 x 20 foot garage and fence.  Neighbors have been contacted.  D Koonce made a motion to approve the building permit for 210 & 212 Prairie Run for a fence and garage with B Claypool seconding    Roll Call  All Ayes  Motion Carried 6-0-0

After a brief discussion S Perry made  amotion to approve the building permit for 380 Lawrence with B Honea seconding.  Roll Call  Motion Carried  All ayes  6-0-0 




Discussion was held on the building permit for 454 4th Street.  The zoning officer has approved the building permit with a stipulation that the height has to be 10 feet maximum from the eaves.  The neighbors have been contacted.  B Honea made amotion to approve the building permit for 454 4th street with J DeVore seconding.  Roll Call  All Ayes  Motion Carried  6-0-0

It was noted that the approved  building permits with new construction need to also get permits from Sangamon County as per the Intergovernmental Agreement.

Dilapidated Property

D Koonce asked the village attorney if there is a waiting period concerning a house fire.  Attorney Segatto suggested checking with the owners to the status of the property cleanup.  Mayor Reed reported to the Board that Sangamon County had gotten in touch with the owner of the Old Methodist Church property and is pursing clean up through court proceedings.  He mentioned that this is a long process but this is progress.  The owner of the property on 7th street is still planning on fixing the property up. 

Comments

D Koonce mentioned that the house on Prairie Run still does not have a garage door on it even though some work has been done on the property.

B Claypool had a resident inquire about the chickens and a rooster on Matilda Street.  According to the village ordinance they cannot have a rooster.  S Perry will talk to the residents and tell them they need a chicken permit and what the ordinance states.

Mayor Reed said the Board needs to think about leaf collection ideas for next year.  Since we are in the process of fixing up the roads he would like to see less burning of leaves in the streets.  The burning is not good for the roads or the storm sewers.  The Board will see what options other cities have and discuss for next year.  Mayor Reed also mentioned that the old backhoe needed a repair and the new backhoe had to have a repair done also.  The township will pay for the new backhoe repair since it was newly purchased by the Village from Township.

Trick or Treat hours will be on October 30 & 31 from 6 to 8 pm as per the Ordinance.

D Koonce made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:52 pm with S McIntyre  seconding  All Ayes  Motion Carried 6-0-0
