Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer gave a financial update to the Board on the income and expense for November and also an update on the Donovan Trust.  There is still $645.01 which will need spend by the end of the calendar year.  These expenses will be reported to the public at the end of the year per the trust.

Economic Development Report

Mayor Reed informed the Board that an engineering firm has been at the Formosa site and some work has started. Hutchins Excavating will be doing the work and will probably take a few months to complete.

Engineering Report

Mayor Reed gave updates on the various grants in house and applied for since the engineer could not make the meeting.  The work on the new Storm Sewer Grant will begin after the first of the year depending on the weather.


Old Business

A discussion was held on the Water and Wastewater automatic rate increase.  After research the clerk found the ordinance in 2005 that initiated the automatic 3% increase for the water on May 1st unless the Board voted not to do the increase.  The most recent Ordinance has that verbiage omitted.  Therefore, a new Ordinance will need passed.  The Board would also like to add wastewater to the automatic increase since expense for infrastructure at the sewer plant are needed.  A new Ordinance will be written and presented to the Board.

Discussion was held on purchasing a dump truck from the township.  The Village needs to have another vehicle to plow snow with and replace the current dump truck.  D Koonce made a motion to approve the purchase of the dump truck from the township with a not to exceed of $14,000 with S Perry seconding  Roll Call  All Ayes  Motion Carried 4-0-0








J DeVore made a motion to approve the Intergovernmental Ordinance 2025-07 with the Illiopolis Township  with D Koonce seconding  Roll Call  All Ayes  Motion Carried  4-0-0

The mayor presented Change Order #1 for the Storm Sewer Grant on Mary Street moving the storm sewer from the sidewalks to the street at an additional cost of $54,986.20 .  D Koonce made a motion to approve Change Order #1 with B Claypool seconding  Roll Call  All Ayes  Motion Carried  4-0-0

The Mayor asked the Board if they would declare the old back hoe and the big dump truck surplus to allow them to be sold and the funds used towards the purchase of the new dump truck.
