Mayor Reed informed the Board that Hutchins Excavating has been at the Formosa site and some work has started. 

Engineering Report

Mayor Reed gave updates on the Hydrant grant work and also the Storm Sewer work.  Groundworks has brought in equipment and is getting ready to begin work.  Public Works has worked on putting in a line stop and valves for the hydrant replacements in Kelsan Heights.

New Business

A discussion was held on a request from Cynergy Power to put solar on a small field that the village owns.  They company has sent an agreement to use 47 acres of crop land.  D Koonce said he would like to see the land kept as crop land but is open to discussion on their proposal.  The Board would like to purse contact with the company and have the Village attorney look over correspondence from Cynergy Power.

Discussion was held on joining the IPWMAN association.  The association has a fee of $100 per year.  It is a statewide mutual aid system allows for mutual aid and support during natural or man-made disasters. The system operates by coordinating personnel and resources when needed for those who require assistance. It is a reliable way for Illinois public works agencies to collaborate and help each other in times of need.  D Koonce and B Claypool said it sounds like a good idea to join.  The mayor asked the Board to look at their website.  The attorney will provide a resolution to join for the next meeting.

Mayor Reed said he has reached out to Sangamon County for updates on the properties they are working on.  He has not heard back and will check back with them again.

Comments

D Koonce mentioned about a chair on 3rd street and a mattress on Mary street that have not been picked up by the garbage company.  He is willing to talk to the residents and inform them that they need to call and set up a pick up with the garbage company.  Also mentioned he was asked about Christmas tree pickups.  The trees will be treated as regular stick pickup

B Claypool asked about the lead service line letters that were sent out.  She just wanted to be able to explain it to residents if asked.  The clerk explained that the letters are a mandatory mailing for those service lines that have not been identified.  The village is going to identify as many as possible with grant funds.  

S Perry asked about the equipment that is being auctioned.  The mayor said they are listed on the auction website and should be sold in February

The mayor mentioned to the Board about the water usage was high over the holidays and two leaks were found.  We did however loose a lot of water that will result in an increase in our next water bill from URWC.  The new dump truck will be picked up this week.  The mayor would like the Village Attorney to work on an Ordinance revising the  water and sewer rates to have an automatic increase as per prior discussion.  The mayor also mentioned he is working to get Diamond maps for the Village.  This would allow digital maps that can be updated when work is done.  This will keep everything current.

S McIntyre made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:51pm with J DeVore seconding  All Ayes  Motion Carried 6-0-0
