Visitors
Illiofest was present and gave an update to the Board about the festival.  The dates are June 12th and 13th.  They asked if the services the village is providing were arranged.  The mayor said he had the deputy scheduled as well as the garbage.  A brief discussion was held on the improvements the Village is doing on the wiring at the park for the festival.  Illiofest will be attending the meetings in May to keep the Board up to date.  Leonard Williams, the Village Zoning Officer was also present.

Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer handed out a proposed budget in progress and said she hoped to have a final budget for the next meeting in April.

Economic Development Report

Mayor Reed informed the Board that the clearing off the ground is complete at the Formosa property.  Engineers are now doing their analysis.  They are still hoping to start construction in the summer.

Engineering Report

Mayor Reed gave an update on the Storm Sewer Replacement being done on Elizabeth Street.  Project has had some issues but is progressing on schedule.  Eco Wash has begun the  Lead Service Line Inventory and will be completed before the April 15th submission deadline.  Income surveys needed for the DCEO Infrastructure Grant have been sent out.   The return has been slow.  The Board may need to do some door to door to get the remaining number of surveys needed for the grant application. 


Old Business

New Business

A building permit for a privacy fence at 245 N Foster was tabled since the application was not turned in.

The building permit for the garage at 159 Beaman had no design or dimensions on the application.  Leonard Williams said he asked the resident to move the garage back some and stake out the area.  The building permit will be on the agenda for the next meeting.






A discussion was held on a possible increase in the Village land leases.  D Koonce suggested that maybe we could talk to the farmers that are currently leasing the land.  The village attorney suggested drawing up a new lease in September.  

Additional work by Groundworks will be needed on the Storm Sewer project.  There are a few options to move the route of the storm sewer and this is outside of the scope of the project.  The Village will incur the cost.  More information will be brought to the Board at the next meeting.

The Board discussed how to start cleaning up some of the properties around town.  The attorney stated that residences with public hazards can be sent letters.

Matt Wood has agreed to be the ESDA coordinator but would like the Ordinance to be updated.  The Village attorney will update the ordinance for the next meeting.  D Koonce made a motion to appoint Matt Wood as ESDA Coordinator with S McIntyre seconding.  Roll Call  All Ayes  Motion Carried 6-0-0

A discussion was held on pursuing the annexation of property from the village limits to the Formosa property.  The Board agreed to have the mayor open up discussions to see if this is possible.  

Dilapidated Property

Mayor Reed told the Board that the property on Louisa is waiting for the tax sale.  The mayor has been in discussions with the family on how to remove the house on 6th street.

S McIntyre had a resident contact her requesting the Child Playing sign be moved from her area to the area down on Elizabeth where there is currently a day care.

S Perry wondered if we could paint the school zone.  Mayor Reed said that could be done during the summer.

B Claypool made a motion to go into Executive Session for personnel at 7:38 pm with S McIntyre seconding  All Ayes  Motion Carried 6-0-0

D Koonce made  a motion to come out of Executive Sessin at 7:58pm with B Claypool seconding All Ayes  Motion Carried 6-0-0

J DeVore made a motion to hire N Bilbrey as full time with a 3 month probation period with an increase in pay.  D Koonce seconded  Roll Call All Ayes 6-0-0

B Claypool made a motion to give a 3% increase in pay to the clerk/treasurer, S Duffy & R Mitchell with S McIntyre seconding  Roll Call  All Ayes 6-0-0

S Perry made a motion to adjourn the meeting with B Claypool seconding at 8:00 pm  All Ayes Motion Carried 6-0-0
