Discussion was held on the health insurance plans for FY26-27.  J DeVore said the Local Health Plan we have been using for the last few years has worked well and the cost hasn’t gone up that much.  LCDHP is going to be $864.  B Claypool made a motion to approve using LCDHP for full time insurance and D Koonce seconding  Roll Call  All Ayes  Motion Carried  5-0-0

Dilapidated Property

Mayor Reed told the Board that the owners of the property on 6th street are willing to make it a joint effort to get the property cleaned up.  Sangamon County will be meeting with the mayor to discuss the 




properties on their list.  There was a resident asking about getting the property on Matilda street cleaned up due to health and safety issues.  Mayor will try to contact the resident.

Comments

D Koonce said he had talked to several residents and they are in favor of replacing the street signs.  He suggested getting quotes and looking into possible grants.
B Claypool would like to place a tree in Westside Park.  Placement of the tree will need to be approved.
S Perry wondered if the Village could work with the school on a memorial for Jimmy Floyd.
J DeVore had a resident approach him about a possible cracked window from the work being done on the storm sewer.
Mayor Reed reported that he is almost finished doing the GPS work on the water meters.  The Village would like to get bright colored shirts for the Public Works employees.  These will help them to make them more visible while working outdoors.  Income surveys for the water main grant are still needed.  Board members will need to go door to door to get completed surveys.  Mayor Reed would like those completed by May 18th.
