Lead Service Line Inventory has been submitted and payment has been requested for reimbursement.  DCEO grant needs income surveys for the application.  We still need some more by the end of month.

Dilapidated Property

Mayor Reed said there were no new updates from the county.  He was following up with the attorney on the 6th street property.  The mayor spoke to the resident about the truck on jacks across from Westside Park and also the resident on Matilda St.

Comments

D Koonce mentioned that the road near 5th and Elizabeth is needing some more rock.  The mayor will let them know so it can be filled.  He also mentioned about garbage cans in the street and will talk to the resident to get them moved.
B Claypool told the Board that the trees had been planted in Westside park.  Jack & Lori Campbell will take care of watering the trees.  Since there is no electronics collection this year Bobbi asked where you could take microwaves etc.  She was told that Macon Resources takes electronics with a small fee.
S Perry mentioned that people can use the EJ Water portal to have their bills emailed to them and not incur the postage fee on their bill.  
J DeVore asked about the 2 water mail breaks in his area.  Both were unmarked water lines .  These lines were plastic which cannot be detected.  This resulted in multiple boil orders for that area.  All lines were repaired in a short amount of time.
Mayor Reed said he will need board members to “police” clean up days.  Shirts have been ordered for Public Works.  The shirts will make them more visible when working out on the roads. The mayor said he was getting a couple of quotes on new street signs to see how expensive a project this would be to see if we needed to get a grant.   Board member should notify the mayor if they see trees that need trimmed or removed and sidewalks in disrepair for this years repair list.  All meters have been mapped.  The mayor also mentioned that the flushing of hydrants will be scheduled in the next month or so.


D Koonce made a motion to adjourn the meeting with S McIntyre seconding at 7:08 pm  All Ayes Motion Carried 6-0-0
