John 17  1 Jesus spoke these words, lifted up His eyes to heaven, and said: "Father, the hour has 
come. Glorify Your Son, that Your Son also may glorify You, 5 And now, O Father, glorify Me 
together with Yourself, with the glory which I had with You before the world was. 10 And all Mine 
are Yours, and Yours are Mine, and I am glorified in them. 22 And the glory which You gave Me     
I have given them, that they may be one just as We are one: 24 "Father, I desire that they also whom 
You gave Me may be with Me where I am, that they may behold My glory which You have given 
Me; for You loved Me before the foundation of the world.  NKJV 
 
Glory: chabod (kah-vohd); Strong’s #3519: Weightiness; that which is substantial or heavy; glory, 
honor, splendor, power, wealth, authority, magnificence, fame, dignity, riches, and excellency.  
The root of chabod is chabad, “to be heavy, glorious, notable,” or “to be renowned.”  In the OT, 
“heaviness” represented honor and substance, while “lightness” was equated with vanity, instability, 
temporariness, and emptiness.  Chabod is God’s glory, not only His honor, renown, and majesty, but 
also His visible splendor, which filled Solomon’s temple and will someday fill the Earth.  From chabod 
are derived the names “Jochebed” (“Yahweh Is Glory”) and Ichabod (“Where Is the Glory?”). 
 
Psalm 3  3 But You, O Lord, are a shield for me, My glory and the One who lifts up my head.   
NKJV  -  3 But in the depths of my heart I truly know that you, Yahweh, have become my Shield; You 
take me and surround me with yourself. Your glory covers me continually. You lift high my head 
when I bow low in shame.  TPT 
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Romans 3  23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God,   NKJV  -  23 for we all have sinned 
and are in need of the glory of God.  TPT 
 
Colossians 1  27 To them God willed to make known what are the riches of the glory of this 
mystery among the Gentiles: which is Christ in you, the hope of glory.  NKJV 
 
Romans 5  2 through whom also we have access by faith into this grace in which we stand, and 
rejoice in hope of the glory of God.   NKJV 
 
Ephesians 1  12 that we who first trusted in Christ should be to the praise of His glory. 18 the eyes 
of your understanding being enlightened; that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are 
the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints,  NKJV 
 
Haggai 2  2 "Speak now to Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, governor of Judah, and to Joshua the 
son of Jehozadak, the high priest, and to the remnant of the people saying, 3 'Who is left among you 
who saw this temple in its former glory?
