KORAH AND THE SONS OF KORAH 
 
Numbers 16:1-3 1 Now Korah... 2 together with some of the sons of Israel, 250 leaders of the 
congregation...3 assembled together against Moses and Aaron, and said to them, “...why do you exalt 
yourselves above the assembly of the Lord?” NASB 
 
Numbers 16:31-32 31 And as he finished speaking all these words, the ground that was under them 
split open; 32 and the earth opened its mouth and swallowed them, their households, and all the people 
who belonged to Korah with all their possessions. NASB 
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Numbers 26:11 The sons of Korah, however, did not die. NASB 
 
Psalm 42:1 (Yearning for God in the Midst of Distresses. To the Chief Musician. A Contemplation of 
the sons of Korah.) 
As the deer pants for the water brooks, so pants my soul for You, O God. NKJV 
 
Psalm 84:10 (The Blessedness of Dwelling in the House of God. To the Chief Musician. A Psalm of the 
sons of Korah.) 
For a day in Your courts is better than a thousand. I would rather be a doorkeeper in the house of my 
God than dwell in the tents of wickedness. NKJV 
 
Psalm 46:1-2,7 (For the choir director: A song of the descendants of Korah.) 
1 God is our refuge and strength, always ready to help in times of trouble. 2 So we will not fear when 
earthquakes come and the mountains crumble into the sea. 7 The Lord of Heaven’s Armies is here 
among us; the God of Israel is our fortress. NLT
