BigFuture now
connects users with Career Finder™ in lieu of previous major and career search tools. Finally, students
can now use the Estimated Family Contribution (EFC) Calculator to more easily calculate the net price for
multiple schools. We'll introduce a new interest survey along with career search and other affordability
tools throughout 2022.
