The Ball State Sport Administration curriculum is almost completely experiential. You 

learn by doing and graduate with experience. For example, in SPTA 290 Revenue 

Generation, students sell tickets for a professional sport organization (Ball State 

University and Ft. Wayne TinCaps). 
 

You will also gain professional experience before you graduate by completing an 

internship. Students complete internships with organizations across the state of 

Indiana, the U.S., and abroad.
